Reasons For Break At Verse 32

1) "But Concerning” - Typical change of subject

2) Singular "Day” as opposed to "“Days” elsewhere

3) Unknown time in v32 vs. known time elsewhere
4) “That Day" referring to “The Day Of The Lord"

5) Oral tradition - Olivet Discourse spoke partially

of 2nd coming (See Matthew 24:3)

(3) Stay Awake! The Master May Come At

So when they had come together, they asked him, “Lord, will you
at this time restore the kingdom to Israel?” He said to them, “lt is
not for you to know times or seasons that the Father has fixed by
his own authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit
has come upon you, and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem
and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.”
